Matters Arising

The League’s bank account has now been changed

Review of Membership

No resignations have been received although it was thought that Askern Spa may be resigning (as they were not present this could not be confirmed).
An application to join the league has just been received from Huddersfield Crusader.  The meeting unanimously accepted this application.  On this basis the leagues were organised into 4 divisions with 4 teams in each.

Subscriptions for 2015 to remain a £10 per club.

Chairs Report 

There was no Chair’s report following the sad loss of Alec James earlier in the year.
The meeting discussed some suggestions which had been made with regard to a permanent memorial to Alec.  It was agreed to change the name of the Individual Championships to “The Alec James Barnsley Minors League Individual Championships” and a Top Club trophy would be put in place in Alec’s name.
Finance Report

Christine presented her report.  The league has made a profit over the season of £840.07 but has yet to pay for the room hire at Meadow Crescent.  This will be explored and attempts made to make a payment.
Secretaries Report

The secretary reported that she has had a relatively straight forward first year which was made more difficult with Alec’s passing. 
The meeting were reminded that they must follow the rules of the league.  Two points were emphasised:

1. Clubs must check the eligibility of swimmers coming to a club after the commencement of the season with regard to not only top eight at counties and above BUT also membership of other league clubs.
2. Where a fixture needs to be altered ALL clubs must agree to this AND the secretary must be copied in on ALL communication.  If this is done verbally please confirm it by email and copy me in.  When setting fixtures today if you are in any doubt as to the dates please make a note of this on the paperwork you are handing in to me so I can follow it up later
Alteration to Rules/Constitution 

Two changes had been proposed by City of Wakefield.  These were outlined by Roger Perrell and the following wording agreed to:
1. League points will be awarded according to the number of teams expected to participate in each league fixture from the commencement of the season. In a division with 4 teams points will be awarded as 1st 4 points, 2nd 3 points, 3rd 2 points and 4th 1 point.  Where there are 5 teams the points will be 5,4,3,2,1 and for 3 teams 3,2,1.
2. No swimmer who at a county event or above, in individual events up to and including 100m, who has qualified in the top ten for a final, including HDW events (prior to withdrawals from finals) may swim an event in the league programme with the same title or that leg of a medley relay i.e.
Breaststroke finalists may not swim individual breaststroke or breaststroke in the medley relay

Butterfly finalists may not swim individual butterfly or butterfly in the medley relay

Backstroke finalists may not swim individual backstroke or backstroke in the medley relay

Freestyle finalists may not swim individual freestyle, freestyle in the medley relay or in the freestyle relays
